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Introduction  
 
Of the many brass bands that have existed across the world over the last 200 years 
very few have documented records covering their history. This directory is an 
attempt to collect together information about such bands and make it available to all.  
 
This work is a companion volume to Brass Bands of the British Isles ï a 
Historical Directory . This volume covers all other  overseas countries which have 
had brass bands similar to those that flourished in the UK . Over 9,500 bands are 
recorded here, with some 2,700 additional cross references for alternative or 
previous names. 
 
The brass band, which today is largely deemed to be an instrumental ensemble 
consisting wholly of brass instruments and percussion, arose from various wind and 
string bands that existed in the late 18th and early 19th century. With the advent of 
new valve technology and improved manufacturing techniques the brass instrument 
as we know it today quickly became a favourite with bandsmen across the world. In 
the mid-1850s to WW1 the majority of bands had instrumentation that was wholly or 
largely brass based, with occasional woodwind instruments added. After WW1 the 
USA and Europe tended to favour the mixed concert/wind band format with brass 
and woodwind instruments as the dominant type of ensemble, while the UK and its 
colonies largely retained and standardised on the full brass band. 
 
Where "active" dates are given these indicate documented appearances - the bands 
may well have existed beyond those dates quoted. Approximate dates are given 
where an estimate can be made. These estimates are sometimes based on evidence 
from images of the band (e.g. postage date of a postcard, instruments used, 
dress/uniform, background details). Bands which folded for more than 1 year (apart 
from during WW1 or WW2) with a successor band being later formed are regarded as 
"extinct".  
 
ñStill activeò indicates that there is evidence for continuous activity for that band in 
the previous years up to that date. 
 
Minor name variations, e.g. X Brass Band, X Silver Band, X Silver Prize Band, are 
generally not referenced, unless it is clear that they were separate entities. Various 
bands have changed their names several times over the years, making tracking them 
down or differentiating them more difficult.  
 
Where there is more than one instance of a specific brass bandôs name, this is 
indicated by a number suffix ï e.g. (1), (2) to indicate the order of appearance of the 
bands. 
 
Documentation about bands in the early years is very sketchy, reliant largely on 
reports in the newspapers and magazines of the day. Often bands would have been 
referred to in ambiguous terms, and it is not entirely clear which specific band it is. 
For example, a town may have had a band, known as X Cornet Band, but often 
referred to as X Brass Band. There may have also been an X Brass Band 
contemporary with the X Cornet Band. In this case both names are recorded as being 
distinct entities, until further information is available.  
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Bands in the 1830s to 1850s were often referred to solely by their leader's name - "Mr 
X's Band" - which making the bandôs identification and location difficult - where 
these have been verified the band has been included. 
 
Individuals associated with bands are recorded where known. In some cases there is 
ambiguity about names ï usually with regard to spelling ï and the alternate versions 
are given. The named roles of bandmaster, conductor and leader were somewhat 
fluid in many bands. For smaller/earlier bands they were one and the same. As bands 
became more structured, with rules, committees and constitutions, it was not 
unusual to have all three as distinct roles. The leader was usually the principal cornet 
player and, certainly in early bands, conducted and led the band from his playing 
position. The bandmaster traditionally organised the band, maintained discipline 
and occasionally led and/or conducted the band. Conductors, or musical directors as 
they tend to be known as today, provide the musical leadership of the band, choosing 
the music, training and rehearsing the players, and guiding the performances 
through their baton skills.  
 
Sadly, although bandmasters and conductors are often mentioned in reports and 
documents, it is rare to find details of other members of the bands. Where known, 
such lists of members are recorded here. Christian/given names are rare, as are the 
instruments each played.  
 
Access to archives is significantly easier today, with the internet providing gateways 
to their catalogues, and even to the digitised materials themselves. The quality and 
depth of such research facilities varies enormously which, to some extent, explains 
why certain areas are better represented than others in this directory. Local histories 
and historical societies are also rich sources for information about bands but, sadly, 
in many cases, only the merest mention of a name is all they can supply. It is rare to 
find additional information, and that usually is a list of some membersô names. 
 
The bands listed in this directory are those that I have collected information about to 
date. However, there are certainly many hundreds more to discover, particularly in 
the USA where many towns had their own brass band at some period in the 19th 
century. The move in the USA towards the community wind band or concert band, 
rather than the wholly (or primarily) brass band took place gradually from the end of 
the 19th century, with the effect that the brass band as an entity was largely 
superseded after WW1 by those of more mixed instrumentation.  
 
More detailed information about a few hundred specific bands does exist elsewhere, 
in books and journals and in online resources, particularly current bandsô own 
websites and the IBEW  (www.ibew.co.uk) which contains much of the information 
herein, together with further information on individual bands.

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Some broad categories of brass bands  
 

¶ Brass v. Silver bands  ï there is no difference between them as far as the 
instruments are concerned, merely the colour of the finish, and whether the 
brass metal has been electro-plated with silver. This was an expensive process 
when it first became available for instruments, and ñsilver bandsò were very 
proud of their new instruments, which indicated that the band was financially 
strong, and also possibly had been successful in contests. 
 

¶ Town bands  ï or village bands ï (also known as ñcityò, ñmunicipalò or 
similar). M ost bands are associated with a particular location and consisted of 
musicians from a range of occupations in the place. Often established through 
public subscription, or supported by a local benefactor, they quickly became a 
key part of the community and its life, providing music for celebrations, fetes, 
shows and galas and, of course, funerals. School teachers and church leaders 
were often the initial driving force to establish bands.  
 

¶ Cornet bands  ï a common name, particularly in the USA, for town brass 
bands, usually denoting a band primarily, of not wholly, of brass instruments.  
 

¶ Works bands  ï since the earliest days many industrial and commercial 
companies and organisations have sponsored or supported brass bands. 
Perhaps the most familiar are the colliery bands which flourished at the height 
of the mining industries. Others that featured significantly, particularly in the 
late 19th and early 20th centuries, were iron works & foundries, wool and 
cotton mills, gas works, railway works, and shipyards. 
 

¶ Religious bands  ï aside from the Salvation Army, many other Christian 
organisations saw the benefit of establishing brass bands, partly to assist with 
spreading their messages and also to provide a musical focus to workers and 
parishioners alike. 
 

¶ Temperance bands  ï the temperance movement in the 19th century was 
partly driven by various religious groups (e.g. Methodists) but non -
religious/fraternal organisations also arose. Many of these turned to brass 
bands to help spread their message of teetotalism. Some of the more common 
ones were the I.O.G.T. (International Order of Good Templars), the 
Rechabites and various ñTotal Abstinenceò societies. 
 

¶ Brotherhood bands  ï during the 19th century various friendly and fraternal 
organisations arose to foster links with both workers  and professional men. 
The various ñordersò such as Woodmen, Oddfellows, Redmen, Buffaloes were 
organised into ñlodgesò, or similar groups, which established bands in towns, 
particularly in the USA . 
 

¶ Family bands  ï these were most common in the USA, and usually consisted 
of the parents with some or all of their children playing a variety of 
instruments. Only those that had largely or wholly brass instrumentation are 
recorded here. In many cases they were semi-professional and travelled the 
country performing in theatres or at special occasions. 
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¶ Professional bands  ï brass and mixed instrumentation bands were 
common in most theatres and places of recreation. Some places had resident 
bands, others employed various passing or transient ñactsò to provide the 
musical entertainment or accompaniment to their productions. Travelling 
circuses and menageries also had their resident bands accompanying them. A 
few of the more notable professional brass bands have been recorded in this 
directory.  
 

¶ Institutional bands  ï many industrial schools, workhouses, reformatories, 
orphanages, childrenôs homes, prisons and asylums, particularly in the late 
19th and early 20th centuries, established brass bands. These served three main 
functi ons ï to give discipline for the inmates/children (almost exclusively 
boys), raise funds for the institution through their concerts, and provide a 
means of employment (often in army bands) when they left the school. Some 
of the childrenôs home bands toured extensively to raise funds for the 
institution.  
 

¶ Political bands  ï similar to those associated with churches, various political 
movements saw the benefit of having brass bands to help promote their 
causes. These were particularly evident in processions and parades. 
 

¶ Ladiesô brass bands ï there was a good tradition of female bands in the 
USA and also in Germany (often known as Damen Blas-Orkester), and female 
musicians were not uncommon in the USA town and cornet bands. 

 

Exclusions from this directory  
 

¶ Salvation Army brass bands are generally not included in this directory. There 
have been a large number spread across the world since 1878. Their history is 
comprehensively covered by Ronald W. Holzôs book ñBrass Bands of the 
Salvation Armyò. The website ñSalvation Army Bandingò - 
http://www.sabanding.com ï contains a wealth of information about 
historical Salvation Army brass bands. 

¶ Youth and junior brass bands are not included unless there is evidence that 
they were quite distinct from the relevant adult/senior band or were 
completely stand alone. Many brass bands have had junior or training bands 
which have been successful in their own right, and these have been noted, 
where appropriate. 

¶ ñScratchò bands ï those that were brought together for a single event ï are not 
included, unless there is a particular historical relevance or interest  

¶ ñGhostò bands ï various villages, towns and organisations, on seeing the 
success of a neighbourôs brass band, would propose the formation of their own 
band. In many cases this was successful, but other times, despite initial 
enthusiasm, various meetings, even substantial fund-raising and, in one case, 
instrum ents being purchased, a band never came to fruition.

At its peak, 1898, Hillgrov e had a population of around 3000, more than 
neighbouring Armidale. During its peak years Hillgrove could boast 2 brass 
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bands, namely McMahon's Hillgrove Band (conductor Hugh McMahon) and 
the Hillgrove Municipal Band. McMahon's band had a nucleus of 7 McMa hon 
brothers and is the band commonly known as the Hillgrove Brass Band. Little is 
known of the municipal band other than its existence and the odd engagement. 
It is impossible to say when the Hillgrove (McMahon's) Band was formed, 
somewhere between 1880 and 1890, but it was fully in existence by 1897 when 
they won a contest in Tamworth. In 1898 the Hillgrove Band was placed 2nd to 
E.T. Code's Melbourne Band at an Intercolonial Contest at Launceston 
Tasmania. In 1899 the band competed at an Intercolonial Contest, at Bathurst 
New South Wales in the 1st Class section, but were unplaced. They did however 
manage 2nd in the march contest. Both Hillgrove bands were still in existence 
in 1900 and combined to play at a ceremony celebrating the incorporation of 
the town. By the early 1900's the population of Hillgrove began to decline along 
with the fall in gold prices. By 1921 gold mining had ceased and both bands had 
long disappeared. Antinomy mining was started in 1969. The population of 
Hillgrove is currently in t he vicinity of 200 whereas Armidale, their former rival 
town, is now a large city with a population nearing 40,000. Band activity began 
in Armidale and nearby Glen Innes around the time of Hillgrove's demise.

During their initial preparation and training period they raised £65 through 
social functions, and by adding £35 from engagements and the remainder from 
the members' contributions of one shilling per week, they had paid off the debt 
with which they started within four months of accepting engagements. 
Conductor Mr Hodgkins in 1939 (his three daughters Barbara, Ruby and 
Marjorie all played in the band). During WW2 the band played for the troops at 
Liverpool and Ingleburn. Unfortunately the R.S.L. refused to let the band 
march on Anzac Day in 1945, and this was a contributing factor to the members' 
decision to disband. Barbara, Ruby and Marjorie Hodgkins all played in the 
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band. The original uniform consisted of a red tunic with gold braid trimmings 
and a cape with a gold lining. The cap had a gold tassel and the skirt and 
stockings were white.

During the early twentieth century the band became known as the Tooth's 
Brewery Band and was located at the Kent Brewery Broadway. The band seems 
to have reached the peak of its popularity during the reign of a Mr. Tom Watson 
as general manager of the brewery, 1929 to 1970. (Tooth's and Resch's were 
later taken over by Fosters/Carlton United Brewery, urrgghh!) The Tooth's 
Brewery Band competed at the New South Wales (NSW) State Band 
Championships of 1929 under bandmaster S. Thomas. They were placed 2nd in 
C grade and unplaced in B grade. They were also unplaced in the marching 
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contest. In NSW State Contest of 1930, this time under bandmaster H.J. Cocks, 
they entered only B grade and the result is unknown at this stage. They did, 
however, win the march contest. In 1931, under bandmaster W. Cocks, they 
were 2nd place in B grade and won the marching contest. In 1933 they were 
equal 3rd in B grade and equal 2nd in the marching. The early 20th century was 
one of the periods of expansion in banding in Australia that was unfortunately 
curtailed by the depression in 1933. The NSW championships had expanded to 
3 grades with at least 10 A and B grade bands and a lesser number in C grade. 
There were still more country bands that competed on a localised basis. In 1933 
C grade had disappeared and A and B grades were down to 4 or 5 bands. The 
brewery band is one of the limited number of works bands in Australia. 
Austral ian bands tended to be more locality based although one works band, 
the Newcastle Steelworks Band of the 1920's, had great success over a short 
period. It was, in reality, a professional band. [Further information - see:

Gaining confidence, expertise and a wider 
repertoire, the band was soon in demand, playing at all the local events and in 
surrounding towns. Their ability earned them the honour of leading an 
Adelaide march in 1917, and being capable horsewomen they could also, if 
required,  perform as a mounted band. Such was their reputation that, in July 
1920, the band was asked to take part in the celebrations attended by the Prince 
of Wales and the War Workers' Welcome Demonstration at the Exhibition 
Building in Adelaide. The band's fina l performance was at the annual Violet Day 
fundraiser later that month.

"Invercargill Garrison Band" (first Ne w Zealand Band to visit Australia) 
competed. The following year, 1898, the Druids Society donated a Challenge 
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Shield for the Championship of Australia (to be won 3 times in succession 
before becoming the property of the winner). Besson and Co., a London firm 
also donated a 50 Challenge Shield worth 50 pounds. Both these trophies were 
won outright by the Band, who were successful in the years 1898, 1899 and 
1900. Between times, "Code's" visited Launceston in 1898, maintaining their 
title of Champions of Aust ralia, defeating the "Hillgrove" (NSW) Band. In 
November, 1899, they visited Bathurst, NSW, but this time were placed second 
to the "Hillgrove" Band. They won the Bendigo Contest in January, 1898. The 
Band competed at Ballarat from 1901 to 1904, with varying success. The advent 
of moving pictures depleted the ranks, many members accepting engagements 
at the theatre, when Band accompaniments were the order of the day.

Secretary and treasurer, Mr Percy Lyons; conductor, 
Mr James Henry; auditor Mr L. A. Rosel; collector of bandsmens contributions 
Mr Roy Bousefield. Feeling references was made by the president to the death 
during the past year of their former secretary and treasurer, signaller Lance 
Cross, who, as they all knew, succumbed to wounds received at the Dardanelles. 
He died a noble death, but he will be sadly missed." Disbanded in 1930 when a 
fire destroyed the band's rehearsal venue and instruments. A successor band

However, it was not 'found 
practicable to arrange' for this, so the idea was dropped. It was a fortunate 
move. The afternoon was 'a day of sunshine, coloured parasols and summer 
dresses' that drew a massive crowd of eager visitors to the Hood and the other 
ships at Port Melbourne. The bandsmen were unable 'to get through the dense 
mass of people' at the pier. As a last resource, mounted police had to clear the 
way. When this was done, the bandsmen made with all speed for the MCG. 
Thus, for once, the navy was late. In the meantime, the musical flag was kept 
flying by the Malvern Tramways Band. Once they arrived 'by motor', the sailors 
provided 'a fine program ... and every item of the bands won applause' from the 
crowd of 24000. At the end of the day, with gate receipts totalling £820, the 
Lord Mayor (and Mel bourne Cricket Club member), Councillor William 
Brunton, expressed his appreciation to the bandmasters. " 1911 - Celebration of 
Malvern being proclaimed a City: "Crowds of visitors, from neighbouring 
suburbs, came to see the display. From half-past six o'clock until half -past eight 
o'clock the trams, and trains, were overcrowded. On the tram cars the 
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passengers were seen to be hanging precariously to the sides of the cars. The 
night was a bitterly cold one, but the adverse conditions did not affect the 
spir its of the people, exhilarated as their spirits were, by music of the Malvern 
Tramway Band, the Prahran Band, the St. Kilda Band, the Kilties' Band, and the 
St. Vincent de Paul's Orphanage Band. The units of the crowd, estimated at 
40,000, were well conten t to have formed one of those abroad to see the sights, 
in the streets, on this memorable night, in the City of Malvern." [Further 
information - see: Lawson-Black, Pat - Bold as brass : the story of Stonnington 
City Brass then and now - "Making music for 100 years" - Stonnington City 
Brass, Toorak, Victoria, 2010.

Although it was hoped to resume normal activities after the war, this was not 
possible and in 1925 it was officially disbanded.
